Visitors can also explore the City
Palace, which houses an impressive
collection of art, artifacts and weap-
ons.

Tourism to |nd|a has been rising
more generally in recent years and
Jaipur’s popularity has increased
after the recent modernisation and
expansion of its international airport,
making the Pink City more accessible
to visitors.
