In the first step, the rat-
busters will place fumiga-
tion hoses at all parts of the
car park to ensure an even
distribution of the toxic gas.

They will then place a
large polvthene sheet over
the barrows, covering all
the fumigation hoses. Sand
bags will then be placed on
the edges of the sheet to
held it in place.
