Residents want an answer from
the DBKL as their previous commumni-
cation with the local authority had
resulted in a vague reply that only
frustrated them.

“If the wall must stay then we
insist that DBKL clear a path behind it
and build a proper walkway for resi-
dents that is not obstructed by plants

- and shrubs,” said Lee.

Meanwhile, an officer from DBEL's
public works department, who visit-
ed the site recently, said he would be
submitting a report to the mayor.

“We hope to find a solution that is
agreeable to all parties,” he said.
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
